Ordinance 2013-16:
Ordinance Amending Toppenish Municipal Code Section 2.05.055 (E) to Prohibit
Disruption of City Council Meeting and Provide Consequences Therefor.

CM Murphy reported that the proposed Ordinance is to revise the current Code to clarify the
types of speech and behavior that could be deemed disruptive during a City Council meeting.

Resolution 2013-23:
Resolution Approving Right of Way Easement for Cascade Natural Gas Corporation.

CM Murphy reported that Cascade Natural Gas Corporation has requested that the City provide a
right of way easement for installing an underground natural gas pipeline to service the farming
operation to the East of the cemetery. The benefit of the proposed easement will be the ability
for the City to have natural gas at the cemetery if the need shall come up in the future.

a Resolution Approving Right of Way Easement for Cascade Natural Gas Corporation. Motion

carried unanimously.
